The statistical methods or qualitative analysis techniques applied should be detailed to a level that ensures replicability of the study. In-text texts within tables should be written in Times New Roman, 10 pt.
Findings and Method
The necessary tables and figures regarding the findings obtained should be presented clearly and comprehensibly. The titles of the tables should be placed at the top, and the titles of the figures should be placed at the bottom. Both should be numbered and titled in accordance with APA 7 standards.
